Enrolling Your Child

CODE OF CONDUCT

All children joining The County High School Leftwich are expected to accept the Code and parents to give their full support to it. The one rule for all of us is:

Everyone will act with courtesy and consideration to others at all times
This means that you will respect others’ property and behave in such a way that will be a credit to yourself, your parents and the school.

Therefore:-

1.
You always try to understand others’ points of view.

2.
In school you make it as easy as possible for everyone to learn and for the teachers to teach.

3.
You move quietly around the school.

4.
You always speak politely to everyone.

5.
You are silent whenever you are required to be.

6.
You keep the school clean and tidy.

7.
When out of school, remember that your school’s reputation depends on the way you behave.

Parents are asked to note the following:-

•
Since good behaviour is expected, breaches of discipline are few.

•
Poor behaviour will, in most cases, be dealt with by the member of staff responsible for the lesson.

•
Should the problem be deemed more serious, or part of a developing pattern, a referral to the Curriculum Manager, Form Tutor, Head of Year or Deputy Head will be made.

•
This school does not accept poor behaviour. We do not tolerate bullying or any other conduct which threatens the happiness or security of others or the disruption of lessons or any thing else which disrupts learning.

Where problems arise there are a number of sanctions that may be used.

a)
Withdrawal of break and lunchtime privileges.
b)
Punishment in the form of community service - picking up litter etc.

c)
Detentions. After school detentions will be for a maximum of one hour and parents will be given twenty-four hours notice in writing. It is the parent’s responsibility to ensure that their child can get home. Parents do not have to agree to detention. Schools now have the right in law to detain where they feel this is the appropriate punishment.

d)
Report card. This may be used for a variety of problems including persistent lateness, truancy, lack of work, poor attitude and bad behavior. A signature is usually required from class teachers, from Tutor/Head of Year and parents.

e)
In some case it may be necessary for parents to be contacted and an interview arranged to sort out a problem.

f)
In serious cases pupils may be supervised apart from their normal classes within school or placed in the Headmaster’s detention, up to 5.00pm.

g)
In the most serious cases exclusion from school may follow. Exclusion may be a fixed period or permanent. Only the Headteacher may exclude. All exclusions are reported to the school’s governing body. A panel of governors may ask parents of the pupils who are excluded to meet them.

HOW TRANSFER AT 11 WORKS

Children living in Antrobus, Arley, Comberbach, Davenham, Great Budworth, Kingsmead, Leftwich, Moulton, Whitley and parts of central Northwich will be offered places at The County High School provided the Local Education Authority form is completed and returned punctually, requesting this school as your FIRST CHOICE.

Many parents from a wide area seek places for their children at this school.

In order to aid our planning and to smooth the move to this school, we ask all parents who want to enrol their children at The County High School Leftwich, to complete our Enrolment Request Form and send it to the school as soon as possible.

199 places are available for next September. County policy allocates any places remaining after children living in our area have been accommodated, firstly to siblings of existing pupils, next to children attending our partner primary schools but not living in our area, but then, if everyone seeking enrolment cannot be accommodated, those living nearest the school are accepted.


It is essential that all parents, wherever they live, complete the County Form provided with the letter informing you of the procedure for allocating places.

THIS FORM MUST BE RETURNED TO THE AREA OFFICE BY THE DATE SPECIFIED.

This is quite separate from filling in our Enrolment Request Form.

If your child becomes a pupil this form will become part of his/her school records
